Standards:

Objectives:

Students will:
· Identify musical instruments used on the Lewis and Clark expedition 

· Listen for specific styles and sounds of music in the time of Lewis and Clark 
· Label instruments, song names and people involved in the music of Lewis and Clark’s time
Learning Activities:
1. Review known information about Lewis and Clark:

a. What was their purpose in traveling?

b. What did they discover?

c. Who did they meet along the way in different areas?

d. How long was the journey?

2. After asking how long the journey was, question what Lewis and Clark did to entertain themselves. (Introduction to music)

3. Bring out “Lewis and Clark Music” worksheet. Have students make inferences (review if necessary) of the following:
a. Did Lewis and Clark listen to music? Or play music?

b. If so what type or style of music?

c. What instruments do you think were around?
4. Once the students make inferences,  list the instruments that were used in the music: fiddle (similar to a violin) and introduce the jaw’s harp
a. Have students guess which picture on their worksheet is the jaw’s harp

b. Show picture of a jaw’s harp and how it is used

c. Ask kids to see if they can recognize it in the songs that are played 
5. Listen to the first song “Fisher’s Hornpipe” (if students need a brain break allow them to dance along with the music) 
6. Ask if they have a guess of the jaw’s harp: then play the sound for them

7. Play the other song “Rose Tree” having the students compare and contrast with “Fisher’s Hornpipe”. 
8. Talk about “Fisher’s Hornpipe” and its fiddle player, Pierre Cruzatte
a. Read print out together as a class on Pierre Cruzatte
b. Refer to questions on inferences sheet:

· What did this style of music remind you of? 

· Why would they play this type of song on the Lewis and Clark journey?

· How is the reason for playing music at the time of Lewis and Clark similar to reasons today?
Assessment:
Formative: participation in discussion, on task and attentiveness

Summative: Inferences worksheet 
Reflection:

The music lesson went very well, better than I expected. I was nervous because it was the end of the day and the students were becoming restless. Once I told them they could wiggle in their seats without making noise to the music they became much more engaged. They also responded well to the inference sheet and its style, but I do not know how to further extend the lesson using the sheet. Their responses were insightful and it was easy to tell that they were critically thinking but I wanted to show them the means of the worksheets. Overall I was happy with the responses to the music and inferences sheet as well as their attentiveness throughout the whole lesson.
